Assignment----------------------Compost Poster & C, N, P Cycles –25 pts
Overview: You will design and make a poster for an assigned composting system (ex. worm bin).  This poster will be used either in the school or in the garden and so can be either ‘poster-sized’ or a normal 8 ½ ”x11” paper that we will laminate.  The poster must convey the ‘do’s and don’ts’ of your assigned composting method.  On the back: draw detailed carbon, nitrogen, & phosphorous cycles. You will need to use outside sources as well as those provided. 
Goals:

· Utilize creativity and graphic design to make a poster that captures the attention of and instructs the public
· Understand the cycling of matter and energy
· Explain in a diagram (model) how carbon, nitrogen, an phosphorous is cycled through ecosystems
· Understand the biogeochemical process of photosynthesis and its role in the carbon cycle
· Learn diverse methods for composting and its role in sustainable agriculture
To Do:

1) Research your assigned composting method. This will probably end up being the title of your poster.  At least indicate which method is being described somewhere on your poster.  Write down all of your sources so that you can list them on the bottom or back of your poster. This is so that the reader can judge the accuracy of the information presented. 

2) Design and make your poster. This should include a brief overview of the method and a list of things ‘to do’ and things ‘not to do’ for that method.  An example is given as a handout and on my website. Be creative! Part of your grade is how much effort you put into the design.
3) Draw the Carbon, Nitrogen, and Phosphorous Cycles on the back of your poster.  This is an important aspect of learning to compost (understanding the cycling of nutrients and how organisms and decomposition fit into these cycles).  Accuracy of these cycles is very important…so research carefully! Write down your sources at the bottom on the back of your poster.  
Grading:
If any portion (Active Reading, Summary/Reflection, or Discussion) is not fulfilled at an 80% or higher, student must REVISE & try again.  Any plagiarism (ex. direct or almost direct quotes from any source that are not attributed) will result in a zero and possibly formal discipline.

Rubric will assess: 1) Creativity/Design,  2) Accuracy of Information for Compost Method, 3) Listing of ‘Do’s & Don’ts,’ 4) List of all sources in APA format, 5) N, C, & P Cycles on back + sources
