Assignment: Garden Landscape Design
This project is an introduction to designing landscapes specifically for a small garden.  The finished project will consist of a one-page overview of the garden space [its needs, purpose, and management] and a complete design either digitally or manually composed. A rubric is given for final assessment.  This is ultimately YOUR dream garden project for the Madison/Avanti Giving Garden and creativity/innovation is extremely encouraged. Get crazy! Dream big!

The goal is to assess the needs of the Madison/Avanti Giving Garden, thinking of the elementary school students as your clients.  Use this perspective to guide your design.  You will need to research basic landscaping techniques, the characteristics of the assigned space, and what plants will do well in our Maritime Climate and in a children’s school garden.

Checklist: 

·  Research basic garden landscape design techniques

· Get inspiration!

· Think about themes for the space; providing habitat for beneficial insects and the principles of organic gardening 

·  Write 3-5 Goals for the space

· Make a visually appealing landscape design/blueprint that includes:

· Pictures of plants to be used with labels for these plants

· Pathway

· Cardinal directions (N, S, E, W)

· Dimensions (width, length, etc.)

· Key/Legend to explain symbols used
